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V. MAINTENANCE

One of the biggest advantages of owning an RV Products air
conditioner is that required maintenance is minimal.

In fact, the only routine maintenance is the cleaning of the
return air filter.

A washable type air filter is supplied with 6531A625
accessory kit. It isaccessible by removing the end plate from
the return air bonnet (connected to the 10" dia. flex duct).

If the filter is not cleaned at regular intervals (once per month
is recommended), it may become partially clogged with lint
and dirt. A clogged filter will produce aloss of air volume
and may eventually cause equipment damage.

Do not operate the air conditioner without areturn air filter.
Operating the system without afilter allows the lint and dirt
that is normally trapped by the filter to accumulate on the
cooling coil of the air conditioner. Thiswill lead to aloss of
air volume, possible equipment damage and an expensive
cleaning process.

Periodically (once or twice a season), inspect the condenser
coil and brush off any accumulated residue with a soft bristled
brush.
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
